This means you will have plenty of
opportunities to practise using your English in
the evenings and at weekends. Usually the
maximum number of students in one family is
three. We can also offer advice about renting
accommodation in the city.

We run levels of classes from elementary to
advanced. We do not accept beginners in our
group classes.

20 lesson course - morning classes are from
09.00 –12.30 from Monday to Friday.

There are 20 lessons per week. Each lesson is 45
minutes. 20 lessons =15 hours.

28 lesson course - morning and afternoon
classes from 13.30 – 15.00 Monday to Thursday.
28 lessons = 21 hours. 

Our maximum class size is 12.

Our minimum age is 16+ unless specified. There
is no maximum.

The average age of students in GEOS Brighton is
24 years old. It will be younger in the summer
(21/22 years old).

The minimum length for a course is 1 week and
maximum length is 48 weeks unless stated.

Fees include tuition and the loan of a course book
if used.  You will need to buy your own workbooks
and pay for any examination fees if necessary.
